To
create a series of performances. "Gadphaka Lamduan" this research The researcher used a
qualitative research methodology. (Qualitative Research) and Developmental Studies by studying
the population data related to the history of the flowers that influence the way of life of the
people of Sisaket Province. This includes 20 villagers, 5 community leaders, and five experts in
the folk arts. The research instruments were questionnaires, interviews and analysis of photographic data.
Methods for collecting information The researcher used the method to study documents,
textbooks, related research, field studies, observation, interviews, group discussions. To analyze
and create a series of performances " Gadphaka Lamduan”

The results of the study showed that Lamduan has a great influence on the way of life
of the people of Sisaket Province. Which can be divided into 2 aspects, consisting of 1) social
aspects, including provincial flowers Arrangement of the blooming dumpling festival, inheriting
the traditions of the four tribes of Thailand Carving of dok lamduan flowers in Prasat Sa
Kamphaeng Noi 2) Economic aspects such as being an inspiration to create various products to
generate income for the community such as Sisaket weaving, Nakha Phanom Dong Lamduan
pattern. Brooch Making dandelion perfume Making a spray of Dahlia scent And making dumplings,
etc.

The results of the show's creativity were found that the performance of "Kampka
Lamduan" was called from the Thai-Khmer language, where the word "Kampka" means "picking
flowers". "Therefore, it means collecting dok lumduan. The creation of this show, the researcher
was inspired by the dandelion, a unique identity of Sisaket Province. The results of the creative
performance can be classified into 5 elements as follows: 1) The performance style is divided
into 2 phases, namely, phase 1, lifestyle, influence on society and economy, second phase,
importance and beauty. Of the lamduan flowers 2) Tha dance part 1, including the hair comb,
Tha Tad Dok Lamduan, Tha Hm Sabai, the mulberry leaf picking, the weaving port, the second
dance is the wind blowing the flowers. , Tha lamduan flower picking, flirtation and courtship 3)

There are 2 styles of dress: Phase 1, the researcher designed the dress by using the concept from
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the Sisaket province dress of the Thai-Kui ethnic group and the second part of the researcher.
The dress was designed to reflect the nature of the dandelion. 4) Make new songs and melodies
for the appropriateness of the performance. There are 5 variations in the row: 1) a single oblique
row, 2) a V-shaped row. Face up 3) double row variation 4) double row 5) front row In which the
creation of the show “Gadphaka Kalamduan” will be able to serve as a medium for indicating
the cultural identity of Sisaket Province that is worthy of conservation, transmitted to persist with
the future generations.

Historically, the dance of Zapin Salor was played in barns
or open fields before the ‘Asr prayer and after the ‘Isya prayer to spread Islam. Normally, Zapin
Salor dance was called as ‘Main Zapin’. It was a local community game that was always
dominated by men. ‘Main Zapin’ was first organized by the Academy of Arts, Culture and
Heritage (ASWARA) in 2010, began the process of reinventing Zapin Salor from close
performances in the ward to stage performances and also performances in front of audiences
that combine male and female dancers in pairs.

Zapin is known with various names such as Dana, Jipin, Jepen and Zafin, an Islamic
nuanced art that still exist in the villages of the Muslim population in the archipelago. We can
see that there are various versions and variations in any village that exist. There are also some
areas of the Malay-Muslims in the country that do not have the Zapin tradition because of the
influence of the Malay Sultanate of Riau-Lingga was unable to extend its influence there. Until
today, the impact in areas such as Aceh and West Sumatra, Central Java and East Java and

Maluku Islands in the sea of spice is still visible. Apart from that, due to the influence of Islam
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was too strong at that time, Zapin has expanded to the Straits of Melaka, the South China Sea,
the Tebrau Strait, Sabah, Sarawak as well as the district of Kalimantan. According to Mohd Anis
Md Nor (1993), the art of Zapin entered the archipelago in line with the growth of Islam since 13"
century. Traders from the Arab and Gujarat who came with their scholars and artist along the
coast of the archipelago. Zapin later developed among the people who embraced Islam. Now,
we can find Zapin almost all over the archipelago such as in the East Coast of North Sumatra,
Peninsular Malaysia, Sarawak, Riau, Coast of Kalimantan, Jambi, Brunei Darussalam, and others.
Till today, Zapin Melayu remains as a cultural treasure that is still favored by many communities.
This art is also very popular. The Zapin Dance itself can be found at Malay palaces and in the
midst of civil society. In this genre of art, it can be seen that the influence of Arabic culture is
very strong from the structure of melody, rhythm, instruments, lyrics, dance, and so on. All of the
Zapin that are still exist and survive in Malaysia, have been given a specific color pattern of its
arrangement with a local identity community behavior revealing the existence of the community
itself in daily activities. Therefore, although of Zapin was originated from Arab, the Malays were
adjusting to the tastes of art and cultural needs of the Malays. In Malaysia, there are two kinds of
Zapin which are Zapin Arab and Zapin Melayu. One of the states in Malaysia that are famous for
the dance of zapin is Johor. They elevate zapin as an Islamic dance and serve as entertainment
either at secular ceremonies or celebrations of greatness. At a glance, not only in Johor has Zapin
but there are several states that have applied the culture of Zapin Salor dance as the culture of
that state.

Before recognizing the process of motion creation (reinvention), one should first
understand the meaning of motion creation (invention) first. Hobsbawn E. and Ranger T. (1983)
stated that the creation of the movement as one set of new practices that reach an open or
implicit agreement that applies repetitive values and norms and has continuity with the past. (pp.
1-2). The above statement can be assessed as the concept of the invention is a continuation of a
tradition that continues from generation to generation as happened to Zapin Salor in ke Salor

Kelantan.

2. Research objectives

1.To find out the history of zapin salor, development of zapin, function of zapin, music
and costume to be documented.

2.To preserve Zapin Salor in Kg Salor to the stage performance of Main Zapin 2010.

3. Applying more creative choreography by using the elements of improvisational and

composition.
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3. Research methodologies
Zapin Salor research uses qualitative methods. This method requires the collection of
data and materials to analyze the required sources. Among of them are primary sources,
secondary sources and participatory studies. The primary source is a direct field study with the
heirs of Zapin Salor. Secondary sources invlioved printed materials such as reference books,
articles, newspaper clippings/articles, magazines, the internet, libraries, archives, and museums. In
addition, participating studies such as video recording and dancing with figures were also
conducted.
3.1 Interview
An interview with the heirs of zapin and some former dancers who once danced this
zapin was conducted. Abdul Manaf Bin Awang or known as Pakcik Manaf is the heir of Zapin Salor
and several people who have been involved named Mohd Sautiazha and Wan Mohd Arizuddin
bin Wan Mohd Nor as well as an interview with Prof. Joseph Gonzales, the former Dean of the
Faculty of Dance, Academy of Arts, Culture and National Heritage (ASWARA). This interview
discusses about the history, dance moves, music, costumes and others for the researchers to get
more in-depth information. Informants who provide information are categorized into stages to
see the development of Zapin Salor.
3.2 Scientific references
Information can also be gathered through the scientific references such as reference
books, articles, newspaper clippings and magazines which are all can be obtained from the
ASWARA’s library. Continuous search from past studies were done and the internet helps to find
information on the historical connections between zapins found in Malaysia. In addition, other
initiatives were also made by visiting to the National Library, National Archives, and museums in
Kelantan.
3.3 Participated studies
The study also participated in learning the dance more in the various styles
taught by the heir of Zapin Salor, Abdul Manaf Bin Awang at his house located at Lot 1612,
Taman Seri Kayangan 17500, Tanah Merah, Kelantan.

4. Zapin Salor in Kg Salor

Kg Salor is a famous colonial business center. The market is located on the side of the
main road from Kota Bharu to Pasir Mas. Kg Salor is located in Salor District which is also located
in Kota Bharu district and was divided into several sub-districts namely Seberang Pasir Mas,
Padang Tengah, Aur Duri, Salor, Padang Sakar, Pasir Mas Timor, and Mukim Padang Tengah Barat.

The greatness of Kg Salor can indeed be compared to the fertility of its crops, the market which
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is full of traders and buyers and does not miss the culture at that time. The most famous culture
in the area is Zapin Salor which was brought by a preacher. Initially, Zapin Arab was introduced
to the residents of Kg Salor but change after the change was made to attract the attention of the
locals. After not getting a response, it was changed according to the identity of the residents in
the area and became Zapin Salor. There are two oral traditions that have been recorded through
interviews with a surviving Zapin Salor activist.

Oral tradition is a traditional cultural activity of a community that is inherited from
generation to generation with oral media from one generation to another, both the tradition in
the form of verbal (verbal) and non-verbal (non-verbal) oral traditions (Sibarani, 2012: 47).
According to Manaf Awang (2011, July 23) around 1900, Sheikh Abdullah and his whole family
came from Turkey to trade cloth in Kampung Salor, Kelantan. After trading for so long, Sheikh
Abdullah finally settled in Kampung Salor. While living in Kg Salor, he at the same time became a
preacher in the village to spread Islam. Before coming to Malaya, Sheikh Abdullah was a Zapin
activist in Turkey. Due to his desire to zapin, he has discussed with the villagers to expand the
Arab culture in which zapin can be taught to the entire community in Kampung Salor as well as
preaching to spread Islam. At the beginning of the discussion, only a few residents of Kampung
Salor were present to participate in the training session due to the lack of trust of the villagers.
However, after a few training sessions, there were more villagers who came to learn the zapin.
Usually, the training session of Zapin Salor is held after Isya prayer on Friday and Saturday nights.
The training takes place in a square shed with coconut leaves without a roof. The basic
movement of this Zapin is made from the Arabic Zapin and its varieties were created by Sheikh
Abdullah who was inspired by nature and the environment while trading cloth. Zapin Salor dance
has a very subtle order, in which when the dancer performs movements, the feet should be
moved politely and gently without showing the soles of the feet. In addition to foot movements,
the hands also play an important role in the Zapin Salor dance because the hands are also used
to balance the body so that it can show softness on the body. When this dance began to be
developed in Kampung Salor, there were several musicians involved in playing music for the
Zapin Salor dance, and the group was led by Sheikh Abdullah himself who was a violinist. Among
the other musicians involved are Che Mahmood (Gambus), Che Awang, lbrahim, and Che Muda
(Marwas), and Syed Omar (Accordion). After Sheikh Abdullah was able to teach this dance to the
residents of Kampung Salor, he finally passed on the knowledge of Zapin Salor dance to Wan
Abdul Razak and Che Awang who are the second generation to learn this dance. The third
generation that still hold the tradition of Zapin Salor dance this day is Abdul Manaf Bin Awang.
When this dance was revealed by Sheikh Abdullah to him, there was still no establishment of

any association or club established in the area. That is why this zapin group is called Salor Zapin
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Group. In 1960, Sheikh Abdullah resigned from the Zapin Salor Group due to his illness and he
moved to Kota Bharu, Kelantan. After the resignation of Sheikh Abdullah, Tengku Mahmud ibni al-
Marhum Sultan Muhammad IV (Sultan of Kelantan 1910) took over the Zapin Salor Group. Tengku
Mahmud is currently in his 50s, where he has started to master the traditional dances of the
people of Kelantan. Because Tengku Mahmud had learned this Zapin Salor dance, the name
Zapin Salor became increasingly known and became the name of a local art activist. From
generation to generation, zapin salor has become a local traditional dance. Tradition is a habit of
society whose history and existence have been hereditary. Community tradition can be in the
form of local customs or culture (Koentjaraningrat, 1997: 9)

According to the second interview with Abdul Manaf bin Awang, (2014, March 29) Sheikh
Abdullah's family is from Hadramaut, Yemen and they have come to Kelantan to trade not only
cloth but also groceries. And there are some Sheikh families in Kelantan who have their own
influence. The Sheikhs who are in Kelantan are Sheikh Salim, Sheikh Ali and Sheikh Mansor but
only Sheikh Abdullah brought zapin to Kelantan. They are from Iran, Thailand, and Yemen. What
Pakcik Manaf identified was only Sheikh Salim and Sheikh Abdullah who came from Yemen. He
added that there may be a Sheikh who came from Turkey because at that time one of the zapin
musical instrument, which is Gambus was very popular. During Zapin Salor training, the gambus
used was from Turkey. After that, Pakcik Manaf talked about the history of the development of
Zapin Salor in Kelantan. | got new information during the second interview that Zapin Salor has
existed during the reign of Sultan Ibrahim. He was the father of Sultan Yahya and the brother of
Sultan Mahmud. Here, Pakcik Manaf himself has said that before Zapin Salor was established
there was already a zapin in the state of Kelantan at that time. In the old days, no public

performance was done and Zapin Salor activists were no longer attracted to it.

5. Main Zapin 2010

Based on an interview with Joseph Gonzales (2021, January 8), the Main Zapin
performance was inspired after taking into account many important factors in art education. One
of the main aspects to think about is to rebrand zapin performances in Malaysia. Previously, the
program that popularized zapin in the city of Kuala Lumpur, especially Gema Zafana organized
by the Johor Heritage Foundation at Istana Budaya. In his view, an art education institution
should have programs that elevate traditional arts in a style and manner that can attract the
attention of the audience as well as provide space for students to practice what is learned
theoretically and practically. Apart from that, as a dancer, he also admitted that there are many
other dances that are still in interesting states or districts that have not yet been studied by

young artists. An important aspect is also how it is seen as an art that is relevant to every section
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of society, and staged on a larger scale to an audience that is willing to pay for tickets, thus
looking at its aesthetic and commercial value.

For example, Tari Inai Dance originates from the state of Kelantan which has acrobatic
unigueness in the dance technique. This dance is also the result of student research conducted
during industrial training and has become one of the dances raised in the syllabus of the Faculty
of Dance Aswara until now. To add more references to zapin which previously only focused on
the state of Johor, the initiative of the Dean of the Faculty of Dance Aswara, Joseph Gonzales
encourages students to study the dances that exist in their respective states, and are contained
in the learning syllabus. Among them, many students choose to study zapin in Malaysia.

From there, various zapins have been lifted back from village performances to stage
performances such as zapin salor and zapin hanuman salor from Kelantan, zapin suara siam and
zapin tidung ulu from Sabah, zapin pekan and zapin raub from Pahang, zapin sebat and zapin
sindang from Sarawak, zapin Terengganu from Terengganu, zapin ghalet from Kedah.

Here, the researcher is the student who is learning the dance as well as studying the
different local socio-culture. The uniqueness of a culture and art should be absorbed so that it
embraces every angle needed to lead to a stage performance. Not only to understand how
Zapin works but to understand the local customs, culture and economy. In the academic
context, there is not much writing to be used as a reference other than Prof. Mohd Anis Md Nor’s
book entitled Zapin: Folk Dance of the Malay World, which tells a lot about the existence of
Zapin, especially in Johor.

Zapin Salor was performed for the first time in Kuala Lumpur at the Aswara Experimental
Theatre in 2010. The show still retains male dancers who dominate with reinvention in terms of
choreography, music and costumes. Usually, the composition of Zapin Salor is played in the barn
using the traditional floor pattern which is forward to the front and backward. Where the songs
used have been reworked according to the dynamic fit of the performance using a mix of
traditional and modern instruments. The beginning of the dance performance started with a short
sketch taken from the traditional Makyung theatre that is very popular in Kelantan. Raja called
the ‘pengasuh tua’ and the ‘pengasuh muda’ to tell them that he wanted to see the Zapin
performance from the state of Kelantan. After that, the ‘pengasuh’ called the zapin dancers to
come in to get ready to start the zapin dance while the king opened the tanjak and la makyung.
After that, the zapin song is played with ten dancers making the zapin opening movement with
soft and slow-motion quality. The composition of the diagonal floor pattern faces the audience.
In the middle of the song zapin salor, the choreographer included an element of admiration that
put a Chinese lecturer, En. Wong Kit Yaw who wants to learn and dance once with dancers. He

observed the dancer in a traditional samfoo shirt while following the movements spontaneously
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and participating in the choreography with the dancer. Here can be seen the reinvention of
changes Zapin salor formerly controlled by ethnic Malays to attract a Chinese. The
preoccupation of zapin salor coupled with the combination of traditional zapin music such as
gambus, marwas, as well as modern accordion instruments, violin and bass further boosted the
performance. With a tone that starts with a taksim, the song is played in a relatively slow tempo
on the melody and ends with a wainab that increases the tempo of the performance. In terms of
costumes, the dancers wear national dress, the baju Melayu together with samping or songket
and wearing songkok. Unlike the old days, zapin salor dancers usually wear robes, turbans and
tarbuh.

This invention during the time of Sheikh Abdullah has undergone another process of
reinvention in 2010. The changes have been assimilated into the cultural nuances and Malay
dances. In addition, the restricting of movements, music and costumes embroidered with

different compositions make a new identity for the art of Kelantan.

6. Conclusion

Main Zapin 2010 is a production that successfully elevates the tradition of zapin in the
village to stage performances. There are many zapin from all over Malaysia presented that have
never been featured on a large-scale stage. This production also teaches students to become
researchers called anthropology. According to Anya Peterson Royce (1977) Dance Anthropology
translated by F.X. Widaryanto, Anthropology is the study of human beings from the past and
present to fully understand and the cultural complexity of the whole of human history to obtain
information and build on knowledge from science and biology and humanities and physical
science. Zapin Salor has become a sign of identity or culture as well as existence as a zapin from
Kelantan. Zapin Salor Reinvention produces signs involving dance or movement, language or
dialect, traditional costumes and local cultural arts. So, preservation will continue from
generation to generation in different spaces. After being staged at Main Zapin 2010, Zapin Salor
became a new cultural practice in Kelantan with the Kelantan State Department of Arts and
Culture (JKKN) and Universiti Malaysia Kelantan making Zapin Salor a dance platform for the state

of Kelantan.

1. Introduction

Human life is full of ideas, values, and experiences which mostly will influence
individual’s life mentally and physically. People need to reflect their life experience and express
their feelings through various ways such as crying, explanation, or by writing (Martiwi et al., 2017).
One of the most obvious ways which many people choose to express their feelings is through
writing. and this is where literature has its place. It is found to be a kind of knowledge about
human life that shows human existence. Through literary works, human life is easy to describe
although it is difficult to define (Taum, 1997).

Song is one form of someone’s expression about experiences, feelings, ideas, or thought.
According to Martiwi et al, 2017, song is also a form of mass communication and media
messages between the communicators to the communicant in large numbers.

In the 20™ and 21% centuries, the movement of women who demanded justice and
equal rights with men are called Feminism. According to Hawkesworth, 2006, “Feminism is a
movement that includes political movements, ideologies, and social movements that have the
same goal: to secure, establish and achieve personal, economic, political, and social rights for
women.” The meaning of the statement is a movement that advocates for gender equality, and
the goal of feminism is for all people to be treated equally. Many artists have the theme song of
feminism such as Lesley Gore, Queen Latifah, Princess Nokia, Beyoncé Knowles, and so on.

According to Islamia (2017), “Female empowerment can be expressed through many
ways, such as education, art, and much more. In art, feminism is often expressed in a form of a
song, like Beyoncé with Run the World (Girls), Lily Allen with Fuck You, Katy 3 Perry with | Kissed
A Girl, Grimes with Kill V. Main, Fifth Harmony with That’s My Girl, Daya with Sit Still, Look Pretty,
Demi Lovato with Confidence, Dolly Parton with Just Because | am a Women, Yoko Ono with
Sisters, O Sisters, and many more”.

For several years, people have accepted that equality of the rights between male and
female are the significant root of every problem existing in the world. Since there is no equality
of the rights and respect for women, disabled people, LGBTQ, and people of color, feminists
exist. Such inequality has been continually increasing in many countries. Many artists have come
forward to address this issue of gender equality. through their works, several songs in the 20" and

21° centuries have the feminism theme and content. Lesley Gore, Queen Latifah, Princess Nokia,
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Beyoncé Knowles, and so on who are the singers that sang those songs. came out as the
representatives of oppressed women to show the world the origin of the oppression of women.
This is the main reason why the researchers are interested in analyzing English songs of
the 20™ and 21°" centuries. In this present study, thirty English songs of the 20" and 21 centuries
are chosen. Song lyrics are analyzed to find out the feminism ideology as well as the types of
feminism reflected in songs of the 20" and 21° centuries by using the theory of feminism. The
theory of feminism has a variety of genres such as Liberal feminism, Radical feminism, Marxist

feminism, and Socialist feminism.

2. Objective of the Study

2.1 to analyze types of feminism found in English songs of the 20" and 21 centuries.

3. Review of Related Literature

3.1 History of Feminism

The beginning of the history of feminism started from the 18th century. According to
Fraisse, 2002 [1995], The term Feminism seems to have been first used in 1871 in a French
medical text to describe a cessation in development of the sexual organs and characteristics in
male patients who are perceived as suffering from “feminization” of their bodies. The term
became widely used in the mid-19th century when the Women’s right movement emerged in
the United States of America with the Seneca Falls Convention of 1848 (Pande, 2018). Feminism
includes a belief in political, economic, social, and cultural equality of women. It is typically
separated in three waves.

The first wave was in the mid-19th and early 20th centuries, dealing with property rights,
and equal rights for women, particularly the rights to vote or suffrage. In Britain the Suffragettes
campaigned for the women’s vote. In 1918 the Representation of the People Act 1918 was
passed granting the vote to women over the age of 30 who owned houses. In 1928 this was
extended to all women over eighteen (Phillips, 2004).

The second wave was in the 1960s and 1970s. This period focused on equality and anti-
discrimination. Protests were centered around women’s inequality not only in the context of
women’s political rights but in the areas of family, sexuality and work. The movement
encouraged women to understand aspects of their own personal lives as deeply politicized, and
reflective of a sexist structure of power (Pende, 2018).

The third wave of feminism started in the early 1990s to the present. The movement
arose as a response to perceived failures of the second-wave. It was also a response to the

backlash against initiatives and movements created by the second-wave that over-emphasized
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the experiences of upper middle-class white women (Pende, 2018). And feminism has failed to
address the concerns of women of color, lesbians, immigrants and religious minorities (Onion et
al,, 2019).

3.2 Review of Related Theories

This theory is used to find out what are the feminist ideologies and types of feminism
represented in English songs of the 20™ and 21 centuries. According to the book “Feminist
Thought: A More Comprehensive Introduction” written by (Tong, 2009), there are some types of
feminism embraced by the feminist including Liberal feminism, Radical feminism, Marxist
feminism and Socialist, Psychoanalytic feminism, Care-Focused feminism, Multicultural, Global,
and Postcolonial feminism, Eco-Feminists, Postmodern feminist or Third Wave. In this research,
the researchers present four types of feminism, they are Liberal feminism, Radical feminism,
Socialist feminism and Marxist feminism.

3.2.1 Liberal feminism

According to Rosemarie Tong, 2009 that Liberal feminism is not about women who can
do anything that men can do, but it is more about some women who can do anything that they
want. It means that women have the same freedom as men, and women can express
themselves by doing anything that they want to do, since women are equal to men. Liberal
feminism asserts the equality of men and women through political and legal reform (Feminist
Movements and Ideologies, 2020). It is an individualistic form of feminism and feminist theory,
which focuses on women’s ability to show and maintain their equality through their own actions
and choices (A Feminist Approach to Sociological Theory, n.d.).

Liberal feminism is a particular approach to achieving equality between men and women
that emphasizes the power of an individual person to alter discriminatory practices against
women (Paigesantos 4, 2018). Liberal feminism aims for individuals to use their own abilities and
the democratic process to help women and men become more equal in the eyes of the law, in
society and in the workplace (Flashcard Machine, n.d.). By organizing women into larger groups
that can speak at a higher level, lobbying legislators and raising awareness of issues, liberal
feminists use available resources and tools to advocate for change. As such, they stand in
contrast to Marxist or socialist feminists who believe the democratic process itself needs to be
changed (Cana, 2013).

3.2.2 Radical feminist

This type of feminism has spread out in the United States since the 1960s and 1970s.
Radical feminist beliefs are based on the idea that the main cause of women's oppression
originates from social roles and institutional structures being constructed from male supremacy

and patriarchy (Marxism, 2017).
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The main difference between radical feminism and other branches is that they didn't
concentrate on equalizing the distribution of power (Juliakailee, 2018). Instead, they focused their
efforts on completely eliminating patriarchy by transforming the entire structure of society. More
specifically, they wanted to get rid of traditional gender roles (Marxism, 2017).

Radical feminism was a branch that formed during the second wave of feminism in the
1960s. At this point in time, women had won the right to vote and were working more outside of
the home (Radical feminism: Definition, Theory & Criticism, n.d.)

In addition, the United States had gone through the sexual revolution which had
lowered the pressure for people to be strictly monogamous and had given them more room for
sexual expression. In other words, life for women had greatly improved over the previous half
century (Younis, n.d.). However, women still experienced oppression on a regular basis (Radical
Feminism: Definition, Theory & Criticism, n.d.).

3.2.3 Marxist feminism

Marxist feminism is growing up in the second wave during the late 1960s and 1970s, in
Britain especially. Marxist feminism is a species of feminist theory and politics that takes its
theoretical bearings from Marxism, notably the criticism of capitalism as a set of structures,
practices, institutions, incentives, and sensibilities that promote the exploitation of labor, the
alienation of human beings, and the delbasement of freedom. For Marxist feminists, empowement and equality for
women cannot be achieved within the framework of capitalism. According to Guerin, 1979 states
that “Marxist feminists attack the prevailing capitalistic system of the West, which they view as
sexually as well as economically exploitative. Marxist feminist thus combines study of class with
that of gender”.

Marxist feminism is reluctant to treat “women” as a stand-alone group with similar
interests and aspirations. Marxist feminism thus distinguishes itself from other modes of feminist
thought and politics by attending critically and systematically to the economic organization of
societies, including stratification along the lines of class; by refusing to accord the category of
“women” separate and special status, without regard to class; by its commitment to the
overthrow of capitalism; and by its allegiance to working-class and impoverished women
(Stefano, 2014)

3.2.4 Socialist feminism

Socialist feminism addresses women's inequality in a two-pronged approach, connecting
capitalism and patriarchy and proving that patriarchy isn't the sole source of oppression. The first
objective is often referring to women's limited roles in society, staying at home and raising a
family, as a major factor in their oppression. The second object aims to show that women can

experience it in various other ways, including race, class, sexual orientation, and education,

among others (Amanjotklair, 2018). Socialist feminism gained momentum during the 1960s to
1970s, a timeframe also known as the second wave of feminism (Socialist Feminism: Definition &
Overview, n.d.). This wave was focused on social welfare issues. Though it is not considered the
most radical form of feminism, socialist feminism still has strong ties to Marxist theory and calls
for a major shift in societal structure. More specifically, it calls for an end to the capitalist
economic system, which social feminists believe perpetuates sexism, patriarchy, and a division of
labor based on gender (Socialist Feminism: Definition & Overview, n.d.). A common mentality
during that second wave of feminism was that children needed their mothers at home in order
to be properly nurtured. However, with the rise of single mothers and a lack of affordable
childcare and liveable working wages for women, socialist feminism began to spread.
3.3 Related Studies

Firstly, Glantz (2013) The title of the thesis “Women in Popular Music Media: Empowered
or Exploited?”. This research examines these questions by investigating the validity of two leading
radical feminist theoretical perspectives about the acceptability of popular media’s hypersexualized representation of
women. This research aims to bridge the gap between feminist theoretical dialogue and the
experiences of women’s lives by using a feminist theoretical lens, investigates women’s attitudes
towards and beliefs about the representation of women in popular music media. The findings of
this study challenge the idea that women’s understanding of and experiences with popular
music’s representation of women are universal. The findings also challenge the idea that one
radical feminist perspective can be validated to the point of excluding another.

Secondly, Martiwi et al,, 2017. In their research with title “Liberal Feminism’s Aspect in
Katy Perry’s Songs” In their research, they chose only one singer, Katy Perry to analyze her songs.
There are several issues in their research. The first issue is to find out a number of liberal
feminism aspects are found in Katy Perry’s song lyrics. The second issue is to find out the powers
of women contained in Katy Perry’s song lyrics. They concluded that there are 14 data that
contains an ideology of liberal feminism which is based on the aspect of personal autonomy
freedom. The Lliberal feminism that is mostly found is being free of the limits set by patriarchal
paternalism. The power or the ability is in the form physical and psychological cause women
today are different from the women in the past. Submission of ideology or message about
liberation of women or liberal feminism through the lyrics of the song is a creative way, so the
ideology which was appointed to be easily understood and accepted by a wide audience.

Lastly, Vos, 2017. The title of the thesis “I'll Grind ‘till I Own It”: African-American
Feminism in Hip-Hop”. The thesis investigates African-American feminism in hip-hop by
researching how African American female hip-hop artists deal with stereotyping, sexism, racism

and black feminisms in their music, lyrics and music videos. This research mostly focuses on
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recent work by artists Nicki Minaj and Beyoncé. The researcher concluded that the impact and
influence of female hip-hop artists is immense by judging from the success and perception of
their work. Nicki Minaj uses hip-hop to express pride in their heritage and make use of the
stereotypes surrounding them to flip the script and counter them. Beyoncé also deliberately uses
the stage she has to express feminist ideas. These women have the power to make women of

color increasingly more respectfully represented.

4. Research Methodology
4.1 Method of the Research

The research method is basically a scientific way to obtain data for the purpose and
usefulness. Qualitative method is used to understand people's beliefs, experiences, attitudes,
behavior, and interactions. It generates non-numerical data. Qualitative research focuses on
understanding a research query as a humanistic or idealistic approach. In this research, the
researchers used a descriptive qualitative method because the researchers would like to find out
feminism ideology and types of feminism represented in song lyrics. The data should be
sentence explanations without any numerical data, percentage or mathematical technique.

4.2 Data Collections

In collecting the data, the researchers use some steps to collect the data for this
research. The first step is reading the selected song lyrics from the beginning to an end in order
to analyze the feminist ideologies of song lyrics. The second step is selecting song to examine,
the feminist ideologies and types of feminism embedded in the song lyrics. The third step is
clarifying song lyrics that describe the feminist ideologies in song lyrics. The other step is
analyzing the data, the researchers will analyze the feminist ideologies and types of feminism in
song lyrics. The last step is finding and concluding the feminist ideologies and the types of
feminism appeared in song lyrics.

There are some kinds of data collection as follows:

4.2.1 Primary Data

Primary data is the data obtained by reading and finding the lyrics that have the feminist
theme in the song lyrics.

4.2.2 Secondary Data
Secondary data is the data that has been obtained by the data that already exist for

certain purposes: literary study and articles derived from the interet.
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4.3 Data Analysis
In analysis the data, the researchers analyzed the data by focusing on the feminist
ideologies and the types of feminism in English songs of the 20th and 21st centuries. After the
data collection, the researchers analyze feminist ideologies and types of feminism that will be
used then do some steps. The first step is listening to thirty English songs of the 20th and 21st
centuries. The second step is reading the lyrics to understand and find out the results and the
answers of the issues in this study. The last step is making conclusions from the result and

discussion.

5. Result and Discussion

5.1 Types of Feminism in Songs

In this research, the researchers only found four types of feminism in thirty English songs
of the 20th and 21st centuries; they are liberal feminism, radical feminism, marxist feminism, and
socialist feminism. According to Halim (2017): Liberal feminism is a theory which states that men
and women have equal rights. Radical feminism is a view of the oppression of women which is
resulted from a patriarchal system in which women are the principal object of oppression by
male’s power. Marxist feminism is a more understanding view of the problem of slavery to
women. Socialist feminism is a theory that emphasizes the aspects of gender and economic
classes in the oppression of women.

The first type of feminism is Liberal feminism. Liberal feminism is trying to make women
and men equal, corporate, independent and free to decide their own future (Nugraha, 2018).
Liberal feminism asserts the equality of men and women through political and legal reform
(Feminist movements and ideologies, 2020). The researchers found liberal Feminism in the songs
following. The lyrics from the song, ‘I Am Woman’. The artist expresses strong and confident
women who stand up for equal opportunities in society. It includes on liberal feminism because
those lyrics show the confidence, strength, and opportunities in society. The liberal feminism is
found in song lyrics, Do Right Woman, Do Right Man. The lyrics express that women and men are
the same because everybody is human, and women are not object which men can use to play
or do anything they need. The liberal feminism is found in song lyrics “Can't Hold Us Down”
because the lyrics above express the gender-related double standard women faced and
encourages females to call out and stand up for equal opportunity like males in society. The
lyrics from the song, ‘Four Women’ express that black women were seen in negative or sexual
ways. They were seen as sexual objectification or prostitutes. Actually, women are human like
men are. Therefore, this song describes the difference in human beings of women in men’s sight

in which men thought women are not human like them but objects that anyone can buy. Liberal
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feminism is found in the lyrics from the song, Just Fine. The lyrics express that everyone can do
what they want to do, and they have freedom to choose their choice in society. Therefore,
liberal feminism appears in these lyrics. The lyrics from the song, ‘U.N.LT.Y’ express that women
are degraded to a sex object and called “bitches” and “hoes.” It shows that men do not respect
women because they do not see the value of women. The lyrics from the song, ‘What It Feels
Like for a Girl’. From the line “When you open up your mouth to speak Could you be a little
weak?” These show that women are limited in commenting. Men see that women's expressions
are not valuable enough for men to focus on or think. The lyrics from the song, ‘Don’t Touch My
Hair’. From the lyrics, the word “hair” may be considered as life or women’s identity. Women do
not want their life to be controlled by men. In this case, the words “soul” and “crown” are also
considered as life or women’s identity. Women want men to respect them because women are
humans and also have feelings like men. The lyrics from the song, ‘No Man Is Big Enough For My
Arms’. From the lyrics, the artist would like to speak out that women should deserve dignity and
respect. The lyrics from the song, ‘Your Dog’. The artist wants to call out that women and men
are equal because we are human. So, women should be treated as humans, not dogs that are
controlled by owners or men. The lyrics from the song, ‘Juice ’. From the lyrics, the word
“snack” is a slang word used as a compliment for someone’s appearance. And the singer also
conveys that women are not only beautiful, but they also have more than beauty. Women may
also be good at others which is not only their appearance. Even though men think women
cannot be successful, but actually women can be successful like men if they have opportunities.

The second type of feminism is Radical feminism. The radical feminist says that
oppression of women occurs because she is a woman or is feminine, and because politics is a
structure in which one group is controlled by another, so sexual politics is how men control
women or the patriarchy system. The root cause of women's oppression is the patriarchy, and
the main institution of this system is the family. The researchers found radical feminism in the
songs following. The lyrics from the song, ‘Cell Bound Blues’. The artist indicates the self-
protection of women from her husband who abused her. This is due to the patriarchal system in
which men have power and are violent against women. But women should not be treated
violently by men or husbands. The lyrics from the song, ‘Quiet’. The lyrics above can express
that women receive the pressure of society or violence, and they would rather speak than be
quiet. Moreover, it can indicate that the artist would like to encourage people who are hurt or
pressured by society to speak out for justice, quality, and respect for each other. Women want to
have freedom from oppression by using violence. The lyrics from the song, ‘Praying’. The lyrics
above express the feeling of being proud. This line ‘No more monsters, | can breathe again’

conveys that this woman is free from the men who hurt her and are compared as the monster.

And the line “And you said that | was done. Well, you were wrong and now the best is yet to
come” shows that this woman does not believe in men anymore and she wants to find her own
way. The lyrics from the song, ‘Nameless, Faceless’. From the lyrics, it shows that society does
not have safety for women when they walk at night because men might harm them. So, women
have to protect themselves from men. The artist wants to make the world realize about the
safety of women from men. The lyrics from the song, ‘Girls Need Love’. The lyrics above express
the sexual double standard between men and women. Women cannot express when they need
their desires. While men are allowed to open their desires or feelings about the sexual. Women
should be able to express their sexual desire like me.

The third type of feminism is Marxist feminism. Marxist feminism is a branch of feminism
that locates the oppression of women in the context of a Marxist analysis of the oppression of
the working class, thus viewing the oppression as systemic and ubiquitous. Marxist feminism
concentrates on the economic aspects of women’s oppression and advocates remedies largely
consonant with Marxist principles (APA Dictionary of Psychology, n.d.). The researchers found
marxist feminism in the songs following. The lyrics from the song, ‘Four Women’ express that
white supremacy like in these lines "my father was rich and white. He forced my mother late one
night." are indicated the power and oppression of Saffronia's white father to his black wife. Her
white father is rich because he works outside the home and obtains money while her mother is
only a housewife who cannot get any income. His mother is forced to take care of the children
and the house and she cannot work outside.

The last type of feminism is Socialist feminism. Socialist feminism addresses women's
inequality in a two-pronged approach, connecting capitalism and patriarchy and proving that
patriarchy isn't the sole source of oppression. The first objective is often referring to women's
limited roles in society, staying at home and raising a family, as a major factor in their oppression.
The second object aims to show that women can experience it in various other ways, including
race, class, sexual orientation, and education, among others (Alisbo, n.d.). The researchers found
socialist feminism in the songs following. The lyrics from the song, ‘I’'m Coming Out’. This song
"I'm Coming Out" represents self-worth and self-love. It encourages women to step out on their
own and don’t afraid to be and do what they want. If women want to be accepted and released,
they need to get involved in public production and honorable work at the management level. If
they do, they will be at the same level as men. The lyrics from the song, ‘Run the World (Girls)’.
From the lyrics, the word “mutha” is used to call bad boys or men. Normally, men are the
gender who run the world, but the women in this song are very ambitious. They will not fall
under men and will run the world. Women in this song want freedom to work or run the world

as men. The lyrics from the song, ‘Flawless’. The socialist feminism is found in song lyrics
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because the lyrics above express women can do anything, such as having ambition or success in
various fields but not being better than men. If they want to be successful like men, they need

to do the work or get involved in the men’s work.

5.2 Discussion

The results revealed types of feminism found in English songs of the 20th and 21st
centuries. The researchers use the theories in the book “Feminist Thought: A More
Comprehensive Introduction” written by Tong to analyze the types of feminism in song lyrics
similar to previous studies. The researchers found four types of feminism in songs, which are
Liberal feminism, Radical feminism, Marxist feminism, and Socialist feminism. According to Martiwi
et al,, (2017) included the liberal feminism mostly found to be free of the limits set by patriarchal
paternalism. For this study, most of songs express trying to make women and men equal,
corporate, independent and free to decide their own future, which show Liberal feminism.
Furthermore, Liberal feminism is the most found in many songs. It shows women want to have

their own choice in work or society as men.

6. Conclusion

Most importantly, the researchers analyzed the types of feminism which appear in
English songs of the 20th and 21st centuries. The researchers also analyzed the reasons for using
feminism from several artists in the 20th and 21st centuries. In analyzing those songs, the
researcher used the theories of feminism from the book “Feminist Thougt: A More
Comprehensive Introduction” written by Tong (2009). The songs were analyzed and clarified were
thirty songs. Meanwhile, the types of feminism found in songs were approximately four types
which are liberal feminism, radical feminism, marxist feminism, and socialist feminism. First of all,
liberal feminism was found in eleven songs as following: “I Am Woman”, “Do Right Woman, Do
Right Man”, “Can’t Hold Us Down”, “Four Women”, “Just Fine”, “U.N.LT.Y”, “What It Feels Like
for a Girl”, “Don’t Touch My Hair”, “No Man Is Big Enough For My Arms”, “Your Dog”, and
“Juice”. These songs express the equality of men and women through political and legal reform.
Secondly, radical feminism was found in these songs: “Cell Bound Blues”, “Quiet”, “Praying”,
“Nameless, Faceless”, and “Girls Need Love”. These songs are radical feminism because most of
them express women's oppression from the patriarchy, and the main institution of this system is
the family. Thirdly, the researchers found marxist feminism in the song “Four Women” because
this song expresses the inequality of working between men and women. Lastly, socialist feminism
was found in songs “I’m Coming Out”, “Run the World”, and “Flawless”. These songs convey

the feelings of women who want to get involved in public production like men. Therefore, most
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of the types found are liberal feminism, radical feminism, socialist feminism, and marxist

feminism respectively.

7. Implications

This study explains that expressing feelings through songs is the common way in which
an artist can perform. Feminism is in many media and this research project aims at expanding the
knowledge of the readers. To provide the information and knowledge to students or people who
are interested in analysis and learning feminism in song of the 20th and 21st centuries. The
findings of this study will directly benefit people who want to understand and know how
feminism in songs is. This research will display the inequality of the gender’s right in songs
occurring in songs and warn people to realize the right of women.

Theoretically, this research is hoped to be able to add the vocabulary of literary study
which is related to song lyrics. It is also expected that this research will be a reference for the
readers to widen their knowledge about song lyrics. And it will be able the readers to understand
about feminism in song lyrics. Moreover, this research is hoped to provide the information and
knowledge to students or people who are interested in analysis and learning feminism in sons.

Practically, this research may make the readers realize that one’s right is not based on
gender and the inequality of the gender’s right in songs occurring in songs and warn people to

realize the right of women.
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Abstract

African American English (AAE) is a local variety of American English used by specific
speakers in which pronunciation, word formation, and sentence structures are distinctive from
Standard American English (StAmE). This makes AAE seen as a broken language when compared

to Standard English. At present, this variety of English appears in various media such as films,
television dramas, and songs. This research points out only songs in which African American

English is obviously used. It pays attention to the song of Beyoncé, the well-known American
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singer, through the following aims: (1) to analyze outstanding phonological features of African
American English, (2) to identify lexical features of African American English, and (3) to examine
distinctive grammatical features of African American English, especially her two albums: B’Day
(2006) and | Am... Sasha Fierce (2008).

The analysis shows that Beyoncé’s songs provide outstanding phonological, lexical, and
grammatical features of African American English. As discussed earlier, the African American
English is not a careless use of a language, but it is derived from African Americans’ intention and
social learning. This study suggests that African American English should be considered as a local
language since it follows the rules of Standard English and becomes a major language in music
industry to draw listeners’ attention.

1. Introduction
English is known as a universal language of the world. There are many English speakers
nowadays, but five countries - the United States of America, the United Kingdom, Canada,
Australia, and New Zealand - are called English native speaking countries. In this regard, there is
one group of people that has influenced over music industry in the U.S. They speak English, but
their English is outstandingly different from British/American Standard English. They are called
‘African Americans’. They have their historical origin as ‘slaves’. In the seventeenth century, the
African slaves first arrived in America. They brought their own dialect called African American
English (AAE) which is a dialect of English by picking up from the white speakers, and that dialect
of English historically derives from the British Isles (Tottie, 2002, Trudgill, 2000). In the eighteenth
century, African Americans used music to counter the slavery in America. They have had a
significant influence on every genre of American music. African American music reflects the
hardship and triumphs of African Americans in the United States. Since white Americans or Anglo
American consider African Americans separately and unequally, African Americans have created
distinctive music to express their identity in African American songs. This leads African American
English to become the language with distinctive phonological, lexical and grammatical features.
African American English is widely spoken by ethnic groups in the United States of
America. According to United States Census Bureau (2016), a number of Black or African
Americans in the United States is considered to be 36.4 million people, or 12.9 percent of the
total population in mainly 10 states where they mostly reside, namely New York, California,
Texas, Florida, Georgia, Illinois, North Carolina, Maryland, Michigan, and Louisiana. This means,
this variety of English is considered as one of the most important dialects of American English

because of a large number of the speakers.
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Indeed, AAE has developed from Creole and Pidgin English. When African American slaves
arrived in the United States, they undoubtedly brought the Creole languages to the new world,
especially the creoles of Jamaica, Guyana, Sierra Leone and Gullah. Since they did not have any
similar languages to the people in the area, they created a common pidgin language. The Pidgin
language is an adaptation of language used as a means in a specific community. They continued
living in the society and developed an English-based creole language until today. This language,
thus, becomes AAE in which pronunciation, words and sentence structures are moving closer to
Standard English, but it has its linguistic and cultural identities (Glenn, 2019).

The use of AAE is widely found in a variety of media such as movies, television dramas and
series, as well as songs. This variation of English is thus disseminated by a number of artists to the
world audience. One of the most famous African American singers is Beyoncé Knowles. Most of
her songs are composed in R&B and pop songs. Additionally, she is a composer, producer,
actress, influencer, and model. All of these roles make her influential to many people in the
world (Britannica, 2020). Followers on her Instagram are approximately 154,000,000 (Instagram,
2020). According to the Ringer (2020), Beyoncé seems to be on every rank of the greatest African
American singer or the greatest female pop star singer. The use of English in Beyoncé’s songs
reveals the distinguishing phonolosgical, lexical, and grammatical features.

Due to the distinctiveness of AAE found in Beyoncé’s songs, this research aims to analyze
the phonological, lexical, and grammatical features of this local variety of English used in her
songs. Since she is one of the most famous African American singers, she can represent the user
of African American English to reflect their identity. In this study, only her two albums - B’Day

and | Am... Sasha Fierce — were selected to analyze for the linguistic features.

2. Objective of the Study
2.1 To analyze outstanding phonological features of African American English in
Beyoncé’s songs
2.2 To identify lexical features of African American English in Beyoncé’s songs
2.3 To examine distinctive srammatical features of African American English in Beyoncé’s

songs

3. Theoretical Framework

This study adopts a number of theories to analyze linguistic features of AAE in Beyoncé’s
songs. First of all, Curzan and Adams’s (2012) work provides seven types of English phonological
rules induding assimilation, dissimilation, metathesis, weakening (lenition), strengthening (fortition), insertion, and

deletion. In this regard, only four types — weakening, deletion, assimilation, and insertion - are
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commonly used in AAE sound features (Green, 2002). Each is described. Firstly, weakening
presents a weak sound. It refers to omitting some consonant sound in the word, that is, it is a
process which attempts to reduce the clarity of articulation. Secondly, deletion means speech
sounds disappearing from words or some segments are deleted (Curzan and Adams, 2012).
Thirdly, assimilation is the way one sound changes to be similar to a nearby sound and can occur
both forward and backward (ibid.). For instance, the phrase ‘good girl’ is that the final sound of
the word ‘good’, namely /d/, is pronounced as /g¢/ due to the effect of the beginning sound of
the word ‘girl’ because of assimilation (BBC Learning English, 2005). Lastly, insertion refers to the
way a sound is added to a word (ibid.). These four features reflect AAE phonological features.

Lexically, this study utilizes Schmied’s (2012) and Green’s (2002) works on AAE lexicon.
There appear to be three major types of AAE words — (i) African American slangs, (i) words with
thematic topics including name terms, forms of manipulation, male and female interaction, and
drug vocabulary (Folb, 2014), and (iii) a repository of words as part of an African American
community such as “to funeralize” (conducting funeral services) which is changed from a noun
‘funeral’” according to Dillard (1977).

Grammiatically, this study uses Rickford’s (1990) and Sidnell’s (2002) works which provide
seven types of AAE grammatical features: (i) absence of the third person singular present tense;
(i) the use of the form ‘aint’ which is equal to “am not, isn’t, aren’t, don’t, hasn’t, and haven’t”
in Standard English, but in AAE this form is extended to ‘didn’t’; (iii) zero copula (the missing
verb-be form in utterances); (iv) double negation (e.g. | don’t know nothing); (v) negative inversion
or the way the form ‘ain’t’ or ‘can’t’ is followed by a negative noun or pronoun such as
‘nobody’ or ‘nothing’; (vi) invariant habitual ‘be’ in which the form ‘be’ is often used incorrectly,
and (vii) verb generalization which concerns the use of a singular verb for a plural or a second-
person pronoun subject (e.g. they is and we was).

Hence, this study utilizes eclectic approaches to analyze several scholars’ works to
analyze phonological, lexical, and grammatical characteristics of African American English in

Beyoncé’s songs.

4. Methodology

Based on a qualitative study, this research employs Beyoncé’s song albums, B’Day (2006)
and | Am... Sasha Fierce (2008), especially the lyrical texts, as the major data source. Her two
albums are derived from the website, namely “www.genious.com” by Genius Media Group
(2020). This website was surveyed by the researcher as it provides the accurate song lyrics. Such
lyrical texts are considered the written texts used to analyze the lexical and grammatical features

of AAE. In light of pronunciation or phonological features, the data source relies on music videos
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from the website, namely “www.youtube.com”. This website provides the researcher with an
audio-visual channel to access spoken texts of Beyoncé s songs. It is found that all songs of the
albums were selected for the linguistic analysis. In the album, namely B’Day (2006), it consists of
21 songs, as well as the album titled “I Am... Sasha Fierce (2008)” contains 19 songs. In terms of
analysis, the researcher followed textual analysis through different stages. After exploring the
songs, Beyonce’s lyrics were analyzed in terms of words and grammatical aspects. This
observation was critically discussed. In addition, the researcher catesgorized all sound, word, and
grammatical data into tables in order to demonstrate the significance of the findings. Besides,
these linguistic examples from the lyrical and audio-visual texts were taken for the analysis using
the eclectic approaches. Finally, the researcher discussed particular phonological, lexical, and

grammatical features of AAE in Beyoncé’s songs with previous studies.

5. Results
Particular linguistic features of African American English were found in Beyoncé’s songs —

sounds, words, and grammar.

5.1 Phonological Features of African American English

There appears to be four types of sound features of AAE in Beyoncé’s songs with regard
to Green (2002) and Curzan & Adams (2012). They are weakening, deletion, assimilation, and
insertion due to the majority of these phonological rules occurring in the songs. Each type is
presented and discussed.

5.1.1 Weakening (lenition): It is one of the major types of sound features of AAE in
Beyoncé’s songs. An outstanding example in the song titled ‘Disappear’ in the album ‘Il am Sasha
Fierce’ (2008) is shown below.

“If it's good, it's got to last”

According to Cambridge Dictionary (2020), the word “last” in American English is
pronounced /laest/, but Beyoncé pronounces /laes/. A final sound of consonant /t/ is voiceless
[-voice] and it becomes a weaker sound. This shows that AAE does not have a final consonant
cluster because of inheriting of African languages (Green, 2002).

With regard to Smith (1998), the language of AAE originated does not have a group of
final clusters such as /-nd/ and /-st/. As a result, AAE does not have a final cluster from their
original language and the language is used from generation to generation until finally it becomes
an inheriting of AAE. Therefore, the use of a final consonant cluster as in the above example

seems to be unfamiliar to them because they get used to the omission of the final cluster sound.
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Other examples in utterances are given with the song’s title in the bracket. In the album
B’ Day, some instances are “Let’s not start a ficht” (Beautiful Liar), “Nothing at all to you”
(Ireplaceable), “But she gon’ love that shit, | know” (Ring the Alarm), “Loving you was easy, once
upon a time” (Resentment), and “Now I’'m done believin’ you” (World Wide Woman). In the
album ‘I Am Sasha Fierce’, there are “If it’s good, it’s got to last” (Disappear), “And I’'m soaked in
your love” (Smash into You), “I done got so sick and filthy with Benjis, | can’t spend it” (Diva), “I
got style, and | got ass” (Why Don’t You Love Me), and “You’re the air that | breathe to survive”
(Hello).

5.1.2 Deletion: It is another major type of AAE sound feature found in Beyoncé’s songs.
Some examples are discussed. In the song titled “Kitty Kat” in the album B’day (2006), an
utterance is displayed below.

“On top of you not callin’ me back”.

The word “callin” is deleted from the full word “calling”. According to Green (2002),
the pronouncing of AAE language is -in (In) instead -ing (/n) which is non-restricted. This is also a
nonstandard English form which is similar to eeneral American English that does not stress
syllables. Hence, the final consonant of “calling” is unstressed that becomes a “callin” and it is
a specific process of pronouncing AAE.

The above pronounceable feature is also supported by Rickford (1999) that the use of —
in (In) instead -ing (i) originated from Ebonics (black) means “Black speech”. That is, Ebonics uses
this form in a habitual action until it becomes Ebonics sentence structure. Indeed, the use of the
word “calling” to be “callin” is correct because it is a speech form of AAE language.

Other instances in the aloum ‘B’ day’ are “’Cause it gets no stronger” (Green Light),

“You heat it screamin’” (Welcome to Hollywood), “She gon’ be rockin’ chinchilla coasts” (Ring
the Alarm), and “Doin’ what it do fit to be a plus”. In the album “I Am Sasha Pearce”, there are
“Burnin’ through my darkest night” (Halo), “’Til your hands laid on my soul” (That’s Why You’re

Beautiful), and “I won’t ask for nothin’” (Honesty).

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5.1.3 Assimilation: Compared to the above two types, assimilation is limitedly used in
the songs. Regarding Roach (1991), there are two types of assimilation - regressive and progressive
assimilations. Regressive assimilation is that the consonant /A/ changes to be the consonant /B/,
for example, the phrase “that people” /daet 'pipel/ which compares “that” as /A/ and /B/ as
“people” and the sound of /t/ is voiceless under the effect of the previous sound /p/. Hence, it
is pronounced as /daep 'pipel/. Progressive assimilation is that the consonant /B/ changes to be
the consonant /A/. For instance, the word “runs” /ranz/ shows that the sound /5/ is compared to
the consonant /B/ which changes to be /z/compared as /A/ due to the result of the earlier
voiced consonant. These two types of assimilation are found in this study.

In terms of regressive assimilation, an example from the song entitled Halo in the album
“l am Sasha Fierce” (2008) is provided.

“I'm never gonna shut you out”

The first consonant sound “You” /j/ has become /J/ and is pronounced as /fu/ by
singing. This is similar to the sound of word “Shut” /[at/.

In light of progressive assimilation, an utterance from the song ‘Upgrade U’ in the album
‘B’day’ is highlighted.

“Sending me a drink ain't appeasing, believe me”

The final sound of “Believe” is changed from the original sound /br liv/ to be /b1 lim/ in
order to meet nearly a backward sound.

These two examples show that the speakers adapt the voicing in order to speak
smoothly due to it being easier than keeping the sound of each word (Levis, 2004).

Another example of assimilation in the album ‘B’ Day’ is “Wanna be myself, get me
bodied” (Get me Bodied) while some examples are revealed in the Album ‘I Am Sasha Pearce’,
that is, “I’m never gonna shut you out” (Halo), “Would it give me some light?” (Disappear), and
“But sometimes | feel you're not deserving me” (Broken-Hearted Girl).

5.1.4 Insertion: A few insertions can be seen throughout the two albums. For example,
the song named ‘Broken-Hearted Girl’ in the album | am Sasha Fierce, the utterance is given
below.

“I don't wanna be without you, babe”

The words “without” and “you” are added by the extra sound /7 into / between them
and it becomes the utterance “I don't wanna be without /f7 you, babe” That is, the extra fricative
sound /s inserted in order to pronounce / w1 daUt fu belb /. This is related to the perspectives
of Panevova and Hana (2010) that insertion concerns the way a new sound is inserted between

two other sounds.
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Other instances in this album are “You thought wrong” (If | Were a Boy), “Suddenly hit
you and then you realize” (Ave Maria) while only the utterance in the album ‘B’Day’ is found -
“You see, | bet you think it’s all on track” (Kitty Kat).

Overall, these phonological features are similar to three features used by the characters
in a Hollywood movie ‘The Martian’ which are assimilation, deletion, and insertion according to a
study by Rosyidin (2016) who also found that ‘deletion’ is the most commonly used. Similarly,
the assimilation type found in this study also accords its linguistic features provided by Levis

(2004) which are regressive and progressive.

5.2 Lexical Features of African American English

Only two features of AAE lexicon used in Beyoncé’s songs are found, namely slangs and
words with thematic topics meanwhile a repository of words as a repository of words apart of the
African American community is not found in this study.

5.2.1 Slangs: They become the most common type used in the two albums. The word
‘money’ is referred by African American speakers in several forms of slangs such as benjis
(benjamins), franklings, scrilla, cabbage, paper, bucks, dead presidents, cash money, dough,
dividends, knot duckets, cheese, and cream. Another category of slang is about actions which
are seen in the words “murk, bounce, and push off”. Further, slangs for expressing envy include
‘balla blockin” and ‘playa hatin/hatin on”. Moreover, slangs for connection cover “we’re here”
and ‘feel’. Additionally, slangs for making advances toward opposite sex are “get wit(h), push up
on, holler at hat, and sweating”. Lastly, slangs for labelling excitement and good actions are “off
the hook/chain, krunk, and banging too stupid”.

5.2.2 Thematic topics: Four thematic topics of AAE words in the two albums are found
with regard to what Folb (2014) has mentioned. First of all, name terms in the black community
include ‘close relationship’ (e.g. play sister, cuz) and ‘to out to outside’ (e.g. the man). Terms for
‘females’ are “bopper, dime, honey, ma, hot girl, shorty, and wifey.” Meanwhile, the terms used
to describe males include “cat, balla, cuz, dawg (also dog), fool, homes, hot boy, kinfolk, money,
mark, player (playa), slick, and scrub”. Moreover, forms of manipulation are found in terms of
territorial control and power ways of manipulation, as well as in words used in gang territories
and other spatial phenomena come. For example, a phrase “throw some blows” which is also
referred to ‘a descriptive term of fight’. Further, male and female interaction appears in the
concepts of love and sex. Finally, vocabulary of drugs found in the two albums are “tweaker” (a
person using methamphetamine-like substance) and “smoking marijuana” which refers to

blasting, chiefing or participating in a calm bake.
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Overall, AAE lexicons are evidenced more extensively in the B’Day album than the Sasha
Fierce album. Both albums consist of similar types of AAE lexical features namely slang, thematic
topics, and form of manipulation. Outstandingly, the slangs in this study reflect a study by Major
(2014, as cited in Green, 2002, p.14) who examines words and phrases in a dictionary of African
American slangs. All the words represent African American English identity because “black slang is
an American language with distant roots in the ancient coastal tribes of central west Africa, as

well as, indirectly, in Anglo-Irish culture and elsewhere” (pp. xxxiii—xxxiv).

5.3 Grammatical Features of African American English

All seven types of AAE grammatical features are found in Beyoncé’s songs. They are
discussed with some examples of utterances.

5.3.1 The absence of third person singular present-tense ‘s’: It is found in both
albums. For instance, the utterances in the alobum “B’ Day’ are “It take me just to compliment
the deals (That’s a good look)” (Upgrade U), “She ¢o profit everything | taught” (Ring the Alarm),
and “When she come through the club, people take they place” (Back up). For another album,
some utterances are “When he pull up, wanna pop my hood up” (Diva), “And when you talk,
everybody stop” (Hello), and “He talk like this ‘cause he can back it up” (Ergo).

5.3.2 the use of ‘ain’t’: It is obvious. In the first album, some utterances are “Then ya
dynasty ain’t complete without a chief, like me” (Upgrade U), “I ain’t worried, doin” me tonight”
(Get me Bodied), and All the ladies, you ain’t get all dressed” (Freakum Dress)”. Meanwhile, in
the second albums some utterances include “If you ain’t gettin’ money, then you ain’t ¢ot
noting’ fo’me” (Diva), “But you ain’t gonna need it” (Ergo), and “You ain’t right take me high”
(Poison).

5.3.3 Zero copula: It is found in many utterances in both albums. In the B’ Day album,
there are “And you actin’ like it’s all o’that” (Kitty Kat), “You watchin’” (Welcome to
Hollywood), and “You on the verge of a new merge” (Upgrade U), for instance. In the | Am Sasha
Fierce album, there are “Satellites flashing by” (Satellites), “You know | got my top back and my
beat low” (Radio), and “You a cutie” (Video Phone), for example.

5.3.4 Double negation: It is seen in only the ‘B’ Day’ album. There are “A little sweat
ain’t never hurt nobody” (Get me Bodied) and “Ain’t no other chick spending ya dough” (Ring
the Alarm).

5.3.5 Negative inversion: It is apparent in only the B’ Day album through only three
utterances “Ain’t no problem, you can go” (Green Light) as well as “Ain’t no worries, oh” and

“Ain’t no worry, no” (Get me Bodied).
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5.3.6 Invariant habitual ‘be’: This form is evident in the two albums. In the first album,
some examples are “He don’t want no mo’” (Kitty Kat), “That’s when its cool” (If), and “Now be
everywhere, the nerve of rap” (Déja vu). For the second album, some instances are “Ain’t gotta
be afraid my broken heart is free” (Broken-Hearted Girl) and “Since 15 in my stilettos, been
struttin’ in this game” (Diva).

5.3.7 Verb generalization: It is seen in only the B’ Day album through the utterances
“You is just a hot mess” (Kitty Kat), “And you already is a star, but unless you’re flawless”
(Upgrade U), and “Let me be, | wants to be gots to be” (Suga Mama).

As a whole, the grammatical features of AAE in this study are partially related to those
found in Beyoncé’s songs titled “Lemonade” in Rajic’s (2018) study, especially only the use of
negation. This is because other features are different, namely ‘preverbal markers of tense as well

as mood and aspects.

6. Discussion

African American English should be called a variety of English since it is an American
English vernacular commonly spoken by a large group of people in American society. This local
English is used as language material by song composers in many English songs to catch the
listeners’ interests. Consequently, listeners around the world should open their mind when
listening to songs sung by African American singers in order to accept this variety of English as
another colorful, creative and innovative use of English representing black Americans’ linguistic
and cultural identities.

This study is fruitful. It is evident in that phonological, lexical, and grammatical features
of African American English have been pointed out as a reflection of the way these American
people create their language to the world Englishes users. Their English can be one of distinctive
dialects in the U.S., so those who prefer to use or study American English can realize the
importance of this dialect and variety. Thus, the results of this study can guide many other
researchers to investigate other linguistic levels of African American English in other media in

order to identify the distinctiveness of this local variety of English.

7. Recommendation

The recent study investigates only two albums of Beyoncé’s songs namely B’ Day (2006)
and | Am Sasha Fierce (2008) albums. This study mainly analyzes three outstanding features of
African American English; therefore, the future study might need to analyze more songs and from

several singers who use African American English to compare the results of the study.

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Abstract

This study aims at investigating the types and levels of motivation (integrative orientation, and
instrumental orientation) in learning English of undergraduates who are studying in the Faculty of
Agricultural Technology, Songkhla Rajabhat University.
